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2010 Reid’s Rasp Shiraz
A RASP is a slang term used in the London stock exchange. It is a favourite word used by a stock broker to persuade clients to buy or sell. The story is usually 80% fact, with the balance being fancy, fiction and a bit of hope.
Reid’s Rasp is the winemakers story told with grapes. The fact is the majority of the 2010 Reid’s Rasp Shiraz is made from Kaesler estate grown Shiraz (70%), with the balance from Polish Hill River in Clare. The Barossa produces shiraz with plush aromas and taste, whilst Polish Hill River from Clare contributes spice and red fruit aromas with tangy acid and high pixel tannins.
The two regions where fermented separately as they ripened 4 weeks apart. The Barossa was fermented a little warmer to entice richness, whilst the Clare portions where fermented cooler to accentuate its taut acid and finer tannin lines.
The parcels were matured in French oak coopered in the Burgundy region, with the Barossa material seeing the newest oak. The wines where then blended and further matured for a total of 14 months

Colour: Inky bright crimson and garnet with a dark centre and a youthful edge
Nose: Black cherries, mulberries and plums, from Barossa and red currants, raspberries and spice from Clare. Some malty oak is layered in amongst the fruit
Palate: The palate displays the richer aspects of Barossa Valley, but is given posture class and a nice strait back from the acid and tannin that Clare does so well
Alc: 15.0%
